A vacancy has arisen for a highly motivated and experienced hydrogeologist. 

The Groundwater Science Programme is looking to appoint an experienced scientist to support the development and delivery of our research programme. The programme comprises a wide-range of science projects that are addressing issues related to the sustainability of water resources and quality, the impacts of environmental change on the water cycle, natural hazards in the context of groundwater, and groundwater and human health. 

You will be expected to play an active role in the delivery of the science programme, particularly in the area of water resource management, taking responsibility for identifying and developing opportunities and managing a range of science projects. You must therefore have a good understanding of the groundwater-related problems and challenges we face both in the UK and overseas and the role of science in addressing the knowledge gaps. 

You will already have experience of working on a wide-range of groundwater projects related to water resource and catchment management and so must be able to demonstrate excellent skills in project management, delivery of outcomes and communication with end users. Through your work you should be able to show how science can play a vital role in the development of practical management solutions and communicate your ideas effectively in a variety of ways to scientists, decision makers and funding bodies.

You should be educated to 2:1 in a relevant degree and have an MSc/PhD in Hydrogeology (or directly related discipline).  In addition you must possess excellent communication skills, both oral and written.  The post involves project management as well as team working, therefore you should be able to demonstrate that you have effective management and leadership skills, and can work effectively with others. You will be able to demonstrate that you are developing a strong reputation in your area of science through publication of your work and engagement with professional bodies, collaborators and beneficiaries of your work.

Starting salary will be between £26,180 per annum to £37,120 per annum depending on qualifications and experience.  Working hours will be 37 per week excluding lunch breaks.  A generous benefits package is also offered, including a company pension scheme, childcare allowance, 30 days annual leave plus 10.5 days public and privilege holidays.
